Dear Colleagues,


We continue to maintain a strong Graduate Prosthodontic Program, and, as expected, the program received extremely positive feedback during our evaluation by the UW Graduate School in January of 2025. This decennial review confirmed the program’s good standing, consistent with the CODA (Commission on Dental Accreditation) site visit at the end of 2024, which resulted in no recommendations.

Our residents continue to make a national impact. In 2025, they took the annual American College of Prosthodontists National Prosthodontic Resident Examination and our program ranked 1st out of 49 programs nationwide. Dr. Mevadee Pibulniyom (UW Grad Pros 2025) presented a poster entitled “Stability of Angulated Multi-Unit Abutments in Implant-Supported Fixed Dental Prostheses” at the 2025 Pacific Coast Society for Prosthodontics, where she was awarded 1st place in the Graduate Prosthodontics Research Competition and received the Han Scoble Memorial Scholarship Award for exceptional prosthodontic treatment and patient care.
We were saddened by the passing of our revered, long-time faculty member, Emeritus Professor Jack Nicholls, on July 2, 2025, at the age of 93. Jack retired at the end of 2004 after a 31-year tenure at the School of Dentistry, during which he applied biomechanical engineering principles to address prosthodontic clinical questions. He was an outstanding research mentor to both faculty and graduate students and was beloved by all who worked with him.
The program continues to evolve and change. Carole Green, Prosthodontic Clinic Manager, retired on November 14 after 21 years of dedicated service. Furthermore, Dr. Alan Sutton, who succeeded Dr. Jeffrey Rubenstein as Director of Maxillofacial Prosthetic Services in October 2021, retired on January 5, 2026. On a very positive note, Dr. Van Ramos has been elected as the newest examiner for the American Board of Prosthodontics, a testament to his professional standing and contributions to the specialty.

Thank you all for your ongoing support of our residents, staff, and faculty, and for your continued commitment to the success and reputation of our Graduate Prosthodontic Program.

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Hello again to everyone, and thanks for reading this update. It has been another great year of learning and patient treatment for the residents. We had one resident graduate earlier this year in June. I want to thank those of you who were able to attend. It is always great for the residents to interact with alumni so they can see that there actually is life after residency training. This year, the graduate was Mevadee (May) Pibulniyom. After graduation, she worked in a private practice not far from Seattle, but she decided she wanted more education. She applied for and was accepted at the Implant Fellowship at Loma Linda where she will start this coming summer. She, along with all four of the 2024 graduates (Amr Abouzeid, Marco Bergamini, Marwan Fattouhi, and Seoyoun Hahn), also became board-certified at the ABP oral exams/case presentations in October. That means that every graduate from 2022-2025 has become board-certified. There are no real criteria to “rank” residency programs like college football teams, however if there were a ranking system, the percentage of graduates who become board-certified would certainly factor into it.
On the Friday following graduation, we had the Ralph Yuodelis Lectureship for which Keith Phillips was our honored speaker. He drew a large crowd and helped us raise a significant amount of money for the program.

Although 2025 was a great year for learning, we also had some unfortunate departures from the program. Dr. Hai Zhang left the SOD to become department chair and program director at the University of Texas in San Antonio. Dr. Alan Sutton announced his retirement, effective January 2026, and Carole Green retired in November. We certainly will miss them.

Recap of the Year

One of the nicest things about the start of 2025 was that we were finished with the CODA site visit. We still, however, had one more site visit scheduled. This was from the UW Graduate School so they could evaluate our Master’s Program. Fortunately, this also went well.

The David H. Wands Luncheon was held in the 2nd week of February to recognize the new Wands Fellowship awardee, Dr. Shayan Niaki. As usual, it was a great occasion. Then later in February, the residents and I attended the American Academy of Fixed Prosthodontics meeting in Chicago. At this meeting, I received The Moulton Award, which recognizes members who have made a significant impact and contribution to the art and science of fixed prosthodontics and have demonstrated lifetime service to the field. This prestigious award is the highest honor bestowed by the Academy. I was very happy to have the residents in attendance when the award was presented. Later that night, we attended the alumni dinner organized by Mike Waliszewski at Joe's Seafood, Prime Steak, and Stone Crab. It was a splendid event, and my thanks goes out to Mike for all his efforts in arranging the dinner, but also for spearheading the Grad Pros Alumni Endowment. I use the proceeds from that account to fund resident travel to meetings like this. At the end of the month, Dr. Chandur Wadhwani came to give the residents a lecture presentation. He also gave another presentation later in the summer quarter.
In March, Dr. Mike Waliszewski came to lecture on RPDs. This was a 2-part presentation; he gave the 2nd part in November. In April, the 3rd year residents and I were invited by the WSSO for dinner and a lecture presentation.

In June, soon after graduation, the academic year began with 3 new residents. They are Jill Grant (USA), Remi Huh (Canada), and Lujain Shelbayh (Jordan). The summer quarter was fairly uneventful; however, the end of that quarter is always marked by the 2-day interview process for 2026 starts. This was the first year where candidates did not have to prepare teeth on typodont/manikins due to the renovation that was going on in the D-1 Simulation Lab. I hope to bring it back for next year.
In the fall quarter, the residents and I attended the ACP Annual Session in New Orleans. I was the Program Chair for the Scientific Session this year, so it was nice to have the residents in attendance. It was also good to see many of the alumni in attendance. Soon after this meeting, at the end of November, the ACP announced that I had been elected as the Director-Elect (Board Examiner) for the American Board of Prosthodontics. Then later in November, Dr.’s Yoshi Goto and Alex Shor gave an afternoon presentation to the residents.

National Prosthodontic Resident Exam

Every year, the American College of Prosthodontists administers a 150-question written exam called the National Prosthodontic Resident Exam. The goal of the exam is to give program directors an idea of how their residents rank compared to other residents around the country and to assist in preparing residents to take the written exam (Section A) of the American Board of Prosthodontics. Residents must successfully pass this exam to continue on to the next three sections for board certification. In 2025, our graduate prosthodontic program ranked 1st out of the 49 programs around the country. Additionally, five of our residents ranked in the top ten in the nation!
